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KidWind Ireland: Workshop!
KidWind Ireland has been running FREE! Wind energy training courses for teachers in Ireland since 2011. The programme trains and equips teachers to teach their own students about wind energy and to provide knowledge about the wind industry. The programme is primarily targeted at science, maths and geography teachers. The course is delivered over four days during the summer months and covers theory and practical topics in wind energy and their relationships with all aspects of science and engineering. Teachers who take the training receive a wind turbine experimental kit and a folder of lesson plans to take back to their schools at no cost! Teachers may find this course useful for Transition Year and new Junior Cycle activities.
The workshop will include a short presentation about wind energy and the status of wind energy in Ireland along with a demonstration of the wind turbine experimental kit showing examples of:
· How the turbine is built
· Demonstrations of classroom experiments using the turbine to lift weights, pump water and generate electricity to light LEDs, and the relationships to the basic scientific principles
·  A sample of wind turbine rotor designs and factors that influence their performance
